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   WRGFL AGM MINUTES 2025
   MONDAY 14 JULY 2025 – 20:00




1.    To receive and confirm the Minutes of the preceding Annual General 
        Meetings.

Russ Clarke (RC) asked Club Members who were present at last year’s AGM (2024) and recalled the meeting if one Club would please confirm the minutes (sent out to all Clubs as part of the documentation pack for the 2025 AGM) as a true record of that AGM and if a further Club Member would second that confirmation.

Confirming Club: Guiseley Juniors FC
Seconding Club: Wetherby Athletic JFC

RC asked whether, given the 2024 AGM Minutes had been confirmed and seconded as an accurate record of the Meeting, there were any matters arising from the minutes. There were no matters arising from the minutes

3.    To receive and adopt the Annual Report, Balance Sheet and Statement of
       Accounts.

RC presented a copy of the WRGFL 2024/2025 final accounts document via screen to all Clubs present at the AGM (the final accounts had been forwarded to all Clubs as part of the AGM documents pack). RC verified that in his opinion the accounts were an accurate record of the WRGFL’s income and expenditure for season 2024/2025. RC confirmed the accounts were at the AGM for any Club to peruse should they so wish. RC further confirmed the accounts would be sent to new Accountants, Adminquick of Shepley Bridge Marina, Mirfield, WF14 9HR for final audit after the AGM.  


(Update) Adminquick had been uncontactable since the AGM so Chris Grant & Co Ltd, 87 Huddersfield Road, Mirfield, WF14 8AT were appointed. 

The League Council voted unanimously to accept the WRGFL 2024/2025 as an accurate copy of the league’s income and expenditure.

4.    Election of Clubs to fill vacancies (as recommended by the Management 
       Committee) 

RC Introduced the Clubs that had requested membership of the WRGFL for season 2025/2026 via screen. RC noted that all the Clubs were affiliated to the WRCFA. RC confirmed that the MC’s recommendation was that all Clubs were accepted into membership. RC asked whether there were any objections from any member Clubs to any of the new Clubs being given membership? There were no objections from any Member Clubs, so all new Clubs were granted membership by a unanimous vote.

5.    Constitution of the Competition for ensuing season

RC presented the constitution of the WRGFL for next season 2025/2026. RC explained that due to the success of the combined U17/U18 Divisions last season the MC had agreed to run the combined U17/U18 Division again. The Heavy Woollen District FA had offered to run knock-out competitions at U13 and U15 for Member Clubs, the Mavis Ward Cup. RC explained that no other district FA’s (that the league knew of) ran Cup Competitions so the Mavis Ward Cups would be open to all U13 & U15 teams. Clubs entering the County Cups would not be able to compete in the Mavis Ward Cups. RC confirmed there would be further contact with the U13 and U15 age groups to look at the Mavis Ward Cups. RC also noted that the WRGFL were looking at a similar competition for the U11 age group and would again contact all U11 Clubs.

6.    Election of Officers and Management Committee

RC was able to confirm that 1 Club had put forward a nominee for the MC; Carl Booth. Carl had been accepted onto the MC and would join the Fixtures Secretaries after the AGM. It was stated that 1 member had stepped down from her role on the MC; Beth Osborne-Garrett. The rest of the MC had stood for re-election and as they had stood unopposed, they would take their positions on the MC for season 2025/2026. RC noted that there were a few vacancies on the MC and if any league member was interested in a role to contact him after the meeting or email him on wrgflsecretary@gmail.com.

7.    Appointment of Auditors

RC let the League Council know that the MC had appointed Adminquick as the WRGFL’s new auditors/verifiers for season 2025/2026. 

(Update) Due to being unable to make contact with Adminquick another Accountants Chris Grant & Co Ltd, 87 Huddersfield Road, Mirfield, WF14 8AT have been appointed by the WRGFL.

8.    Alteration of Rules, if any (of which notice has been given)

There were several rule amendments proposed for the AGM. A joint submission from Methley United and the MC was the major rule change and related to players playing for only one team in knock-out competitions. The final amendment to the rule change was presented by the MC only. Many of the amendments were updates and word changes but a couple were quite big changes which RC commented he hoped Clubs had already discussed and knew how they were going to vote. Voting cards were used on all rule amendments. Please see separate sheet for the rule amendments.




9.    Fix the date for the commencement of the season and kick off times
       applicable to the Competitions

After discussion the season start date and Cup/Plate dates were agreed by the League Council. Please see (SEE POWERPOINT SLIDE 7 & 8). RC explained that dates were not just pulled out of thin air but were carefully considered by using school holiday dates, County Cup and FA Cup dates together with any other major religious celebrations and bank holidays. Power Point slide 7 shows several of the considerations. Power Point slide 8 shows agreed dates. Whilst there were a number of Cup/Plate dates published not all age groups would play on every date, and should weather be particularly poor during the season other dates would be required. Kick-off times and days were agreed at the AGM and are as follows:

All WRGFL league and Knock-out games to be played on a Saturday or midweek if scheduled by the WRGFL. (except for those teams playing out their legacy and have agreement to play home games on a Sunday or where agreement is agreed between the two teams playing).

WRGFL scheduled Saturday Games:

Earliest KO: 09:30 
Latest KO: 12:30
If both teams agree to a KO outside the core hours the WRGFL will sanction that KO time and adjust the time on FA Full-Time.

WRGFL scheduled Sunday Games (legacy teams only):

Earliest KO: 10:00 
Latest KO: 14:00
If both teams agree to a KO outside the core hours the WRGFL will sanction that KO time and adjust the time on FA Full-Time.






WRGFL scheduled Midweek Games:

Default Day: Thursday
Default KO: 18:30
If both teams agree to a different midweek day and KO time outside the core day and hours the WRGFL will sanction that day and KO time and adjust the day and time on FA Full-Time. The game must be played in the same midweek as the original scheduled Thursday fixture.

10. Any Other business (of which due notice shall have been given and 
       accepted as being relevant to an Annual General Meeting)

There was no other business requested by Clubs or members of the MC.
